I want to thank you for inviting me but unfortunately I could not make it this year.
Another year has gone by, 2011 was another challenging year for everyone. Looking forward to 2012 and hopefully we will soon see the economy make a turn to help everyone through these difficult times.
We have demolished three homes through a lake county grant, two of them on Tomahawk Trail and one on Pontiac Court. We plan to build a bigger park by adding a veteran’s memorial on the property.
We have purchased another home from HUD Program in the amount of $1.00. It is now renovated and on the market. This is our second home that we have bought through this program. The money that we received from the selling of these homes will be going to the residents of Round Lake Heights. 
Another program that we started in 2001 is our Dollars for Scholars Program. We have handed out a total of 104 scholarships to date and totaling over $76,000.00. 
Another big change that happened was Don Johnson retired as chief of police after 17 years and now we promoted Sgt John Roehlk as the new Chief. He was Sgt for 15 years and we are happy to have him as the new Chief.
We have installed a liftstation on Rollins Road and Tomahawk Trail (Arrowhead Pond) and this liftstation has improved the flooding in this area 100%. We will continue to improve this pond until we are totally satisfied.

We have combined our 2011 and 2012 community block grant for watermain improvements in our community.

We have continued with all our events like the Easter Breakfast, Festival, Pig Roast and Breakfast with Santa and they have gotten bigger and better every year. We have done the events for the past 17 years and this past year has been the most attended. We continue with the events to bring our community together.
We’ve made a lot of progress this past year and I would have not been able to do this with out the help of our residents and our hard working staff.
